2. INFORMATION ON THE PROCUREMENT SUBJECT MATTER
2.1. Description of the procurement subject matter
The subject matter is providing expert advisory services related to the assessment of the sea use in the marine area of Montenegro. The procurement is carried out as part of the project “Implementation of ecosystem approach in the Adriatic Sea through marine spatial planning” (GEF Adriatic) co-financed by the Global Environment Facility (GEF). 
The selected Tenderer will be contracted for the implementation of the following activities in Montenegro:
· Advising project unit on designing and coordinating activities related to the identification and mapping of existing sea uses in Montenegro;
· Supporting project unit in the analysis of sectoral documentation and stakeholder consultations for the assessment of present and future sea use demand;

· Supporting project unit n organising the work of national sectoral experts, advising on necessary key requirements and expected outputs; 

· Identification and analysis of marine activities mutual impacts in selected marine areas of Montenegro;
· Analysing spatial conflicts in the coastal area (including land and marine part) of Montenegro, identified by Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) for Special Purpose Spatial Plan for the Coastal Area of Montenegro;
· Analysing attractiveness of selected marine areas of Montenegro for selected sea activities;
· Participating in project meetings. Supporting organisation and conducting of meetings with national representatives of key maritime sectors. As part of this task, it is envisaged to have 6 missions in Montenegro, with the total duration of 15 days (travel included);
· Having regular consultations with project unit and national team of experts. 
Key expert proposed by the Tenderer, based on whose expertise the Tender will be evaluated (see ch. 4.1, 6; annexes 3 and 4) shall implement all the tasks and participate in all the project meetings. No substitutes will be allowed. Involvement of substitutes, unless exceptionally allowed by the Client, will be the ground for termination of the Contract.

3. ECONOMIC OPERATOR QUALITATIVE SELECTION CRITERIA 
3.1 Grounds for the exclusion of an economic operator
3.1.1. The Client shall exclude the economic operator at any given moment from the simple procurement procedure if he determines that there are following grounds for exclusion: 
1. The economic operator that is established in the Republic of Croatia or someone from the economic operator who is a member of the steering, management or supervisory body or has representative capacity, decision-making or supervisory authority, and who is a citizen of the Republic of Croatia, has been found guilty in a court of law of the following:

2. The economic operator who is not established in the Republic of Croatia or someone from the economic operator who is a member of the steering, management or supervisory body or has representative capacity, decision-making or supervisory authority and is not a citizen of the Republic of Croatia, has been found guilty in a court of law for the criminal offences set out in item 1, subitems a) – f) of this paragraph, and for corresponding criminal offences which, according to the national legislation of the economic operator’s country of establishment, i.e. country of the person’ s citizenship, include grounds for exclusion set out in Article 57 (1), items (a) – (f) of the Directive 2014/24/EU.
3.1.2. The Client shall exclude the economic operator from the simple procurement procedure if he establishes that the economic operator has outstanding tax liabilities as well as outstanding pension and health insurance contributions:
1. In the Republic of Croatia, if the economic operator is established in the Republic of Croatia, or
2. In the Republic of Croatia or the economic operator’s country of establishment, if the economic operator is not established in the Republic of Croatia.
For the purposes of establishing the grounds set out in items 3.1.1 and 3.1.2. of the Invitation to Tender the Tenderer shall submit the following in his Tender:
Signed Statement of no criminal conviction and of no outstanding tax liabilities and no outstanding pension and health insurance contributions (Annex 2).
In case of subcontractors or consortium, each member of the consortia or subcontracting member shall provide their own signed statement.
4. ELIGIBILITY OF ECONOMIC OPERATORS (SELECTION CRITERIA)
4.1.
Technical and professional capacity
The Tenderer shall prove it has at his disposal the Key expert for the provision of services indicated as the subject matter of the procurement.
The Tenderer shall prove that the qualified Key expert has:
· University degree in the field of technical or social sciences, relevant for the Tender subject;

· At least ten years of work experience in coastal development planning (land and marine), and integrated coastal zone management (ICZM);
· Good command and hands-on experience in GIS tools and spatial analyses;
· Excellent knowledge of Montenegrin and English language (speaking and writing).
For the purposes of establishing the grounds set out in item 4.1. of the Invitation to Tender the Tenderer shall submit the following in his Tender:
i) The qualified Key expert’s curriculum vitae (CV), clearly highlighting, among others, required technical and professional qualifications. The Tenderer can submit more than one CV in case more experts will be involved, indicating the one of the Key expert;
ii) If relevant, company profile (not obligatory).
5. INFORMATION ON THE TENDER
5.1.
Tender contents and format
The Tender proposal should contain the following elements:
i.  Tender sheet filled in according to this Invitation to Tender, signed by the authorised representative of the Tenderer/Consortium/Subcontractors (Annex 1); 
ii.  Signed Statement of no criminal conviction and Statement of no outstanding tax liabilities and no outstanding pension and health insurance contributions. In case of consortium and/or subcontractors, each economic operator shall sign their own statement (Annex 2);
iii.  Curriculum vitae of the Key expert, proving required technical and professional capacity (CVs for non-key experts can be provided as well); 
iv.  Company profile (not obligatory); 
v.  List of projects verifying expertise (see ch 6) of the qualified Key expert (Annex 3);
vi.  List of projects verifying knowledge of the target area (see ch 6) of the qualified Key expert (Annex 4);
vii.  Cost statement filled in according to this Invitation to Tender, signed by the single authorised representative of a Tenderer/Consortium/Subcontractors (Annex 5);
viii.  Draft contract, filled in according to this Invitation to Tender, signed by the single authorised representative of a Tenderer/Consortium/Subcontractors (Annex 6).
5.2.
Tender format and submission
Tender offers need to be drafted according to the requirements laid out in the Invitation to Tender.
Offers shall be sent electronically to the following e-mail addresses: pap@paprac.org and marina.markovic@paprac.org with “Sea uses in Montenegro” as the e-mail subject.
5.3.
Date, time and place of tender submission
Tender offers must be received on 17 January 2020, by 4 p.m.
All offers received after the bid opening deadline will be marked as late and excluded from the procedure. 
5.4 The Tenderer may amend or withdraw his Tender before the Tender submission deadline. The amended Tender shall be submitted in the same manner as the original and clearly marked as amended. The Tenderer may withdraw his Tender by submitting a written statement before the Tender submission deadline. The written statement shall be submitted in the same manner as the original Tender and clearly marked as a statement of Tender withdrawal. Alternative Tenders are not permitted.
5.5. Tender currency: Croatian kuna (HRK) or Euro (EUR). 
When reviewing and evaluating Tenders, in the case of a Tender which has expressed the price in EUR, the contracting authority shall convert the euro into HRK using the middle exchange rate of the Croatian National Bank, valid on the day of the opening of Tenders. To the Contractor that has expressed the price in EUR, the payment will be made in EUR, and in case the Contractor has expressed the price in HRK, the payment will be made in HRK.
5.6. Language and script: The Tender shall be drafted in Croatian, Montenegrin or English language, using the Latin script.
5.7. Period of validity: 15 days from the tender submission deadline.
5.8. Price setting method
The Tender price includes all costs and discounts pertaining to the services indicated as the subject matter of the procurement, with and without value-added tax. Only those Tenderers that are in VAT system shall express VAT. Expressed VAT shall be 25%, as applicable in Croatia. 

The Tender price shall be expressed in HRK or EUR and written in numbers. The bid price cannot be altered.
The economic operator shall fill in the annexed cost statement and write the total and unit price, without VAT, as well as the total price with VAT (when applicable).
If the Tender price without VAT stated in the cost statement does not match the price without VAT set in the bid sheet, the price without VAT set in the cost statement shall apply.
6. AWARD CRITERIA
The Tender will be awarded according to the most economically advantageous tender (MEAT) criteria. 

The following table sets out the criteria, units of measure, labels and their relative importance. They will be applied to Tenderers whose Key experts satisfy technical and professional capacity criteria set in ch 4.1. The MEAT award criteria are the following:
· proposed price (Annex 5);
· expertise of the Tenderer’s Key expert (Annex 3); and 
· knowledge of the target area of the Tenderer’s Key expert (Annex 4).
Determining the MEAT according to the above criteria for selecting the MEAT will be done as follows: after the Client has determined the score value by individual criteria for each Tenderer, the points awarded to Tenderer according to each of the criteria will be summed in order to obtain the total number of points for each Tenderer. The most favourable Tenderer will be the one who has earned the highest total score according to all the above criteria. 

At that, the MEAT is equal to the highest total score resulting from the ranking of the Tenders; the total maximum number of points is 100.00 with the total points being calculated in two decimal places. In case that two or more Tenders achieve equal number of points, the one received earlier will be chosen. As a proof, data will be used on the order in which tenders have been received.

SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT
Article 1

Article 2
The scope of the Contract includes providing expert advisory services related to the assessment of the sea use in the marine area of Montenegro (hereinafter: Services) concerning the project “Implementation of ecosystem approach in the Adriatic sea through marine spatial planning“ (GEF Adriatic), pursuant to the description of the procurement subject matter and the cost statement from the CONTRACTOR’s Tender, which were both an integral part of the Invitation to Tender.
Article 3
Pursuant to the cost statement and the aforementioned Tender, the Services that the CONTRACTOR will provide to the CLIENT shall include the following:

Article 6

CONTRACT VALIDITY
Article 7

The execution of this Contract shall start on the last Contracting Party’S signature date and end within six months, upon finalisation of all the Services, set out in Article 3 and submission of all the Deliverables set out in Article 4 and clearance by the CLIENT. Submission deadlines will be those as indicated in the Invitation to Tender. 
V. TERMS OF CONTRACT IMPLEMENTATION
Article 8
The CONTRACTOR shall successively perform the Services set out in Article 3 hereof, based on the actual demands and requirements of the CLIENT.
All communication between the CLIENT and the CONTRACTOR shall be done on a regular basis. If the Client requires additional services which have not been defined in the cost statement, but fall under the scope of this Contract, an addendum shall be drawn up.

Article 9

Involvement of substitutes, unless prior consent of the CLIENT, will be the ground for termination of the Contract. 
VI. CONSORTIUM 
Article 10
According to the offer from the Article 1. of the present Contract, the Contracting Parties define the member(s) of the Consortium Services it (they) will provide, as follows:

IX. 
CONTRACT TERMINATION
Article 13
In case of non-compliance with the provisions of this Contract, the CLIENT shall send a written complaint to the CONTRACTOR notifying him of said non-compliance and set a two-day deadline for rectification. If the CONTRACTOR fails to remedy the non-compliance, both Parties agree that the condition subsequent shall occur and the Contract’s legal effects will become null and void. The CLIENT shall notify the CONTRACTOR in writing of this, using registered mail or something similar which can be traced.
In case of repeated non-compliance, Contracting Parties agree that after the third written complaint the condition subsequent shall occur and the Contract’s legal effects will become null and void.

FINAL PROVISIONS

The Contracting Parties agree that all potential disputes relating to this Contract shall be settled amicably. In the event that the Contracting Parties fail to settle a dispute in an amicable manner, the relevant court in Split shall have competence for all potential disputes relating to this Contract.
