2. INFORMATION ON THE PROCUREMENT SUBJECT MATTER
2.1. Description of the procurement subject matter
The subject matter is providing national expert services related to the assessment of state and pressures of marine biodiversity in Montenegro. The procurement is carried out as part of the project “Implementation of ecosystem approach in the Adriatic Sea through marine spatial planning” (GEF Adriatic) co-financed by the Global Environment Facility (GEF). 
The selected Tenderer will be contracted for the implementation of the following activities, in selected thematic areas, in Montenegro, as follows:
1. Marine habitats 
· Verify and, where necessary, provide information/data relevant for updating maps and information on distribution of marine habitats in Montenegro;

· Review assessment on values and pressures on key marine habitats in Montenegro. Information presented in the assessment will be used for the analysis on “state and trends of marine environment” (input for MSP);
· Based on available data (including the results of the marine survey undertaken by GEF Adriatic project), prepare a short chapter on the current status (i.e. baseline) of key benthic habitats (Posidonia and corals) in Montenegro, based on IMAP indicators. Where possible, the baseline status should be established (numerically). Information presented in the chapter will be used for the GES assessment;
· Provide relevant inputs needed for setting targets to reach/maintain GES on key benthic habitats (Posidonia and corals) in Montenegro and proposing measures to achieve/maintain it. 

2. Pelagic fish 
· Provide information and relevant inputs on distribution of biomass and spawning areas of key pelagic fish species. Inputs related to biodiversity index should also be included. Ensure all the relevant inputs for the preparation of relevant maps/layers (in GIS);

· Based on the approach and the assessment prepared for Boka kotorska, update the analysis of distribution and values of relevant biomass and spawning areas for selected pelagic species for the entire marine area of Montenegro; 
· Based on the approach and the assessment prepared for Boka kotorska, update the analysis on key impacts/threats on pelagic fish resources;

· Verify the initial planning proposals, as prepared for assessment of Boka kotorska; 

· Assessment on the pelagic fish will be used for the analysis on “state and trends of marine environment” (input for MSP).

3. Demersal fish 
· Provide information and relevant inputs on distribution of biomass and spawning areas of key demersal fish species. Inputs related to biodiversity index should also be included. Ensure all the relevant inputs for the preparation of relevant maps/layers (in GIS);

· Based on the approach used for pelagic fish assessment in Boka kotorska, provide analysis of distribution and values of relevant biomass and spawning areas for selected demersal species for the entire marine area of Montenegro; 

· Based on the approach used for pelagic fish assessment in Boka kotorska, provide the analysis on key impacts/threats on demersal fish resources;

· Provide initial planning proposals, as prepared for assessment of Boka kotorska; 

· Assessment on the demersal fish will be used for the analysis on “state and trends of marine environment” (input for MSP).

4. Marine mammals, reptiles and birds 

· Update the short overview on state and pressures on marine mammals, reptiles and birds, based on the analysis prepared for Boka kotorska as well as for Monitoring programme for Montenegro. The overview will be used for the analysis on “state and trends of marine environment” (input for MSP) as well as the GES assessment; 

5. Marine litter 

· Provide information and relevant inputs on distribution/threats of marine litter. Ensure all the relevant inputs for the preparation of relevant maps/layers (in GIS);

· Provide short description of threats to marine environment, posed by the marine litter. Update the table with the threats adding appropriate value to the threat;

· The assessment will be used for the analysis on “state and trends of marine environment” (input for MSP) as well as the GES assessment. 

6. Aquaculture 
· Provide all the relevant information and update, if necessary, the assessment on the attractiveness of marine aquaculture in Montenegro.
7. Participate in meetings with key experts and project unit relevant for the elaboration of the above-listed tasks.

The above-listed deliverables shall be written in Montenegrin language.
3. ECONOMIC OPERATOR QUALITATIVE SELECTION CRITERIA 
3.1 Grounds for the exclusion of an economic operator
3.1.1. The Client shall exclude the economic operator at any given moment from the simple procurement procedure if he determines that there are following grounds for exclusion:

f) Child labour and other forms of trafficking in human beings, pursuant to Article 106 (trafficking in human beings) of the Criminal Code, Article 175 (trafficking in human beings and slavery) from the Criminal Code (Official Gazette No. 110/97, 27/98, 50/00, 129/00, 51/01, 111/03, 190/03, 105/04, 84/05, 71/06,110/07, 152/08, 57/11, 77/11. and 143/12), or
2. The economic operator who is not established in the Republic of Croatia or someone from the economic operator who is a member of the steering, management or supervisory body or has representative capacity, decision-making or supervisory authority and is not a citizen of the Republic of Croatia, has been found guilty in a court of law for the criminal offences set out in item 1, subitems a) – f) of this paragraph, and for corresponding criminal offences which, according to the national legislation of the economic operator’s country of establishment, i.e. country of the person’ s citizenship, include grounds for exclusion set out in Article 57 (1), items (a) – (f) of the Directive 2014/24/EU.
3.1.2. The Client shall exclude the economic operator from the simple procurement procedure if he establishes that the economic operator has outstanding tax liabilities as well as outstanding pension and health insurance contributions:

4. ELIGIBILITY OF ECONOMIC OPERATORS (SELECTION CRITERIA)
4.1.
Technical and professional capacity
The Tenderer shall prove it has at its disposal the experts for the provision of services indicated as the subject matter of the procurement.
The Tenderer shall prove that the qualified experts in the field of marine habitats, pelagic fish, demersal fish, marine mammals/reptiles, marine litter, aquaculture. The qualified expects shall have:
· University degree in the field of technical sciences, relevant for the Tender subject and the above indicated fields;

· At least five years of working experience in coastal biodiversity in the target (geographic) area of the Tender; 
· Excellent knowledge of Montenegrin and English language (speaking and writing).
For the purposes of establishing the grounds set out in item 4.1. of the Invitation to Tender the Tenderer shall submit the following in his Tender:
i) The qualified experts curriculum vitae (CV), clearly highlighting, among others, required technical and professional qualifications.
5. INFORMATION ON THE TENDER
5.1.
Tender contents and format
The Tender proposal should contain the following elements:
i.  Tender sheet filled in according to this Invitation to Tender, signed by the natural person or authorised representative of the Tenderer (Annex 1); 
ii.  Signed Statement of no criminal conviction and Statement of no outstanding tax liabilities and no outstanding pension and health insurance contributions. (Annex 2; Annex 3);
iii.  Curriculum vitae of the qualified experts, proving required technical and professional capacity; 
iv. List of projects verifying knowledge and expertise in the target area (see ch 6) of the Tenderer (Annex 4);
v.  Cost statement filled in according to this Invitation to Tender, signed by the natural person or authorised representative of a Tenderer (Annex 5);
5.2.
Tender format and submission
Tender offers need to be drafted according to the requirements laid out in the Invitation to Tender.
Offers shall be sent electronically to the following e-mail addresses: paprac@paprac.org and marina.markovic@paprac.org with “Marine biodiversity in Montenegro” as the e-mail subject.
5.3.
Date, time and place of tender submission
Tender offers must be received on 9 March 2020, by 3 p.m.
All offers received after the opening deadline will be marked as late and excluded from the procedure. 
5.4 The Tenderer may amend or withdraw his Tender before the Tender submission deadline. The amended Tender shall be submitted in the same manner as the original and clearly marked as amended. The Tenderer may withdraw his Tender by submitting a written statement before the Tender submission deadline. The written statement shall be submitted in the same manner as the original Tender and clearly marked as a statement of Tender withdrawal. Alternative Tenders are not permitted.
5.5. Tender currency: US dollars (USD). 
To the Contractor shall express the price in USD, and the payment will be made in USD.
5.6. Language and script: The Tender shall be drafted in English language, using the Latin script.
5.7. Period of validity: 15 days from the tender submission deadline.
5.8. Price setting method
The Tender price includes all costs (taxes) and discounts pertaining to the services indicated as the subject matter of the procurement (i.e. gross amount). 
The Tender price shall be expressed in USD and written in numbers. The tender price cannot be altered.
6. AWARD CRITERIA
The Tender will be awarded according to the most economically advantageous tender (MEAT) criteria. 

The following table sets out the criteria, units of measure, labels and their relative importance. They will be applied to Tenderers whose Key experts satisfy technical and professional capacity criteria set in ch 4.1. The MEAT award criteria are the following:

· proposed price (Annex 5);
· expertise and knowledge of the target area (Annex 4); and 
Determining the MEAT according to the above criteria for selecting the MEAT will be done as follows: after the Client has determined the score value by individual criteria for each Tenderer, the points awarded to Tenderer according to each of the criteria will be summed in order to obtain the total number of points for each Tenderer. The most favourable Tenderer will be the one who has earned the highest total score according to all the above criteria. 

At that, the MEAT is equal to the highest total score resulting from the ranking of the Tenders; the total maximum number of points is 100.00 with the total points being calculated in two decimal places. In case that two or more Tenders achieve equal number of points, the one received earlier will be chosen. As a proof, data will be used on the order in which tenders have been received.
